Mayor Harkness announced that Supervisor Valenzuela is attempting to solicit 
stakeholders for a committee to benefit Lake Siskiyou.  He advised Council that the 
Regional Water Management Group (RWMG) does not support the interceptor project.  
Further, he outlined the historical problems with the leach field.

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community is looking better than ever.
